CDL Classifications

CLASS A CDL

Any combination of vehicles with a GVWR of
26,001 or more lbs. provided the GVWR of the
vehicle(s) being towed is in excess of 10,000 Ibs.

A common Class A vehicle is a tractor trailer also
known as a semi.

CLASS B CDL

Any single vehicle with a GVWR of 26,001 or
more |bs. or any such vehicle towing a vehicle
NOT in excess of 10,000 Ibs. GVWR.

Common vehicles include school buses, dump trucks
and straight trucks.

CLASS C CDL

Any single vehicle, or combination of vehicles, that
does not meet the definition of Class A or B,

but is either designed to transport 16 or more
passengers, including the driver, or is placarded
for hazardous materials.

Representative Vehicle Examples

COMMERCIAL LEARNER’S PERMIT (CLP)
@ The customer must have a CLP for at least 14 days

before getting an initial CDL or a CDL upgrade, if it
requires a skills test.

@ CLP holder can't take a skills test during the first 14
days after issuance. Scheduling a skills test when
issuing the CLP is OK, as long as it is scheduled 15
days or more after the CLP was issued.

@ CLP is valid for no more than 180 days.

@ A CLP is renewable for an additional 180 day period
without retaking the knowledge tests. A second
renewal requires new knowledge tests.

E - No manual transmission equipped CMV
O - No tractor-trailer CMV (see below)

Z — No full air brake equipped CMV

Drivers must test in a representative
vehicle.
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U.S. citizens are only required to show proof of lawful
presence one time. \When renewing their CDL, drivers will
need to bring one of the following documents:

- Certified copy of US Birth Certificate

- Valid US Passport

- Consular Report of Birth Abroad (CRBA)
- Certificate of Naturalization

- Certificate of Citizenship

- Permanent resident card

- Employment authorization document
(EAD) or 1-94 document
